Reported crimes in 2015	5
2015 reported crimes rose considerably with 5 crimes reported the worst year since 2010 when 7 were reported. These crimes consisted of a sex offence allegation which is still being investigated, the theft of a dog which was found in Eastleigh and returned home, criminal damage was caused to some garden lights and a new shooting lodge was broken into. We also had a vehicle driven across crops and subsequently set on fire, suspected involved in poaching.
Other incidents in 2015, a suspicious van reported, a complaint about hedge cuttings on the road, a dead pony found in a wood of which sadly we were unable to locate the owner, a damage road traffic incident (accident), and a possible drink driver. PC Reid received five calls regarding a suspicious man selling generators etc from a van and was able to catch up with him in this parish. PC Reid checked him and his equipment out and found not to be stolen. Yet again this showed the importance of availability of local knowledge and being able to attend.
PC Reid also attended the local Duck Race in 2015 and the Annual Carol Service held at the church.
